Set Up an Account

username, password, and email for any users of this account. 

Create a New Company

You have the option to search for an existing company or create a new company, if 
yours is not already in the Handshake system. Establish your profile and confirm your 
place of employment. 

Connect with Schools

You will choose to connect with schools all around the country. Handshake  
recommends that you connect with at least 16 schools to ensure the most applicants.
